2.4 Subtracting Integers with Tiles



         


To model subtraction using tiles, begin by modeling the first number.
Then, take away tiles to model the number to be subtracted.

If there are not enough tiles to take away, add zero pairs.

Subtract: (-2) – (-4)







We model -2.






There are not enough tiles to take away -4.






You need more negative tiles.

Add 
  zero pairs.







We now have enough tiles to take away -4.

Take away the 4 negative tiles.








There are two           tiles left.






These model -2 .
So, we write:  (-2) – (-4) = -2
Try These:
1. (-6) – (-3) = -3

2. (+5) – (-2) = +7
